	Hand washing before and after feeding and before and after diapering* 

1. Provide liquid soap and tempered water

2. Rub hands vigorously with soap and tempered water for 15 seconds

3. Wash all surfaces of the hands; include the backs of hands, palms, wrists, under fingernails and between fingers

4. Rinse well for 10 seconds 

5. Dry hands with a paper towel or other hand-drying device

6. Turn off faucet with a paper towel or other method without contaminating hands

                     (NC Rule 15A NCAC 18A .2803, Hand washing)

Feeding

1. Immediately label and refrigerate breast or formula bottles of milk

2. Discard any formula or breast milk that has not been refrigerated for two hours

3. Remove bottle from refrigerator and run warm water over it to bring to room temperature

4. Hold infant while bottle feeding; if old enough to hold bottle, place in age-appropriate seat  
5. Watch for signs of fullness:  (a) crying in response to bottle, (b) turning head away, (c) closing mouth tightly, (d) pushing away bottle or breast, and (e) stopping sucking

6. Stop feeding when child shows signs of fullness

7. Discard after one hour any used formula left in the bottle

	Diapering*
      1.  Gather supplies before placing child on diapering surface

2.  Don disposable gloves if needed

     (Should be used if caregiver has cuts, sores, or chapping on hands)

3.  Use disposable towelette or moistened paper towel to clean child, wiping front to back

4.  Dispose of gloves, if used, soiled towelettes, and diaper in a plastic-lined, covered receptacle

5.  Wipe hands with disposable towelette or moistened paper towel

6.  Slide a clean diaper under the child, applying diapering products if needed, using facial or toilet tissue, discarding tissue in a plastic-lined, covered receptacle

7.  Fasten diaper and place clothing on child

8.  Wash child’s hands in accordance with Rule .2803 from previous page of Unpacked Content.  If child is unable to support his/her head, clean the child’s hands with a disposable towelette or moistened paper towel, then dry the child’s hands and return the child to a supervised area

9.  Spray entire diapering surface with detergent solution and wipe clean; use disposable paper    

     towels

10. Spray entire diapering surface with approved disinfecting solution and allow to remain on surface for two minutes or as specified by the manufacturer, or air-dry

11. Wash hands in accordance with Rule .2803, even if disposable gloves are used by the caregiver

      (NC Rule 15A NCAC 18A.2819 Diapering and Diaper Changing Facilities)

Naptime

1. Schedule naps with parent preferences in mind; stagger naps to meet individual needs

2. Use music and stories to calm infants just before naptime

3. If feeding is needed just before naptime, hold infant to feed bottle; never prop bottle or give bottle to infant lying in crib

4. To reduce risk of Sudden Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS), place infant on his/her back in a crib with a firm mattress, avoiding use of fluffy animals, pillows, and other objects in the crib.  Only place a child in an alternative sleep position if a physician’s recommendation for a sleep position waiver is on file in the center.

	Special needs are individual factors that cause a child’s development---physically, cognitively, or behaviorally---to vary from the norm.  Classroom strategies for working with children with special needs are accommodations.  Early childhood professionals need to know how to identify and accommodate children with special needs.

Hearing impairments

· Impact on language development and other areas of learning

· Degree of hearing loss

· Accommodations for children who have hearing impairments

Vision impairments

· Impact on physical abilities

· Need for a consistent room layout

· Includes lazy eye, glaucoma, nearsightedness, farsightedness, color blindness, and blindness

· Accommodations for children who have vision impairments

Physical and motor impairments

· Impact of limited range of motion on experiences 

· Includes spina bifida and amputations with prostheses

· Accommodations for children who have physical and motor impairments

Cognitive impairments

· Impact on attention spans and development of intellectual abilities

· Impact on motor skills and eye-hand coordination

· Impact on social skills and emotional control 

· Basic categories of cognitive impairments--- mental retardation and learning disabilities

· Types of learning disabilities---speech and written language disorders, dyslexia, dyscalcula, reasoning and memory disorder, and attention deficit disorder (ADD)

· Accommodations for children who have cognitive impairments

Giftedness

· Extraordinary talent in one or more areas---intellect, artistic expression, physical abilities, etc.

· Need for programs that challenge 

· Accommodations for gifted children

Behavioral and emotional disorders

· Impact on learning

· Two types--- attention deficit hyperactivity disorder (ADHD) and autism

· Accommodations for children who have behavioral and emotional disorders

Special health conditions

· Impact on participation in activities; medication requirements

· Includes allergies, asthma, diabetes, epilepsy, and hemophilia

· Accommodations for children with special health conditions

	General Guides for Responding to Inappropriate Behaviors

· Ignore minor misbehaviors

· Offer choices

· Coach appropriate behaviors

· Distract and redirect
Response Strategies for Specific Behavior Problems

Behavior Problems

Response Strategies

Negativism

· Accept negative behaviors except those that violate health and safety rules

· Communicate in words and tone that you expect cooperation

· Give the child time; avoid hurrying him/her

Stealing

· Remember that preschoolers do not understand mine and yours
· Avoid lecturing or asking why the child took something

· Make the child return what was taken

· Set a good example by respecting others’ property rights

· Minimize opportunities for stealing

· Consider a policy that toys may not be brought from home

Anger

· Discourage hurting behaviors

· Stop young children immediately who try to hit one another

· Hold the child’s hand while you say why you are doing so

· Ignore outbursts if there is no threat to anyone’s safety

· Redirect anger through activities such as finger-painting

· Provide noise outlets (drums, music) to relieve strong feelings

Biting

· Keep playtime simple for children who bite

· Limit the number of children who play with those who bite or isolate biters

· Respond quickly and use comments to prevent biting

· Never allow children to bite back

Tattling

· Ignore tattling whenever possible

· Encourage tattlers to tell other children what they need to say

· Provide daily one-on-one time for listening

Exploring the body

· Do not shame children; guide them away from public displays

· Firmly tell child in private that behavior is inappropriate

Thumb-sucking

· Give the child a pacifier

· Avoid pulling the thumb out of the mouth abruptly; accept and ignore it

Fear

· Understand children’s fears and take steps to help them be less afraid

· Ignore negative words and actions when they are the result of fear
